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AFFIDAVIT IN SUPPORT OF THE APPLICATION

FOR _A SEARCH AND SEIZURE WARRANT

INTRODUCTION

In support of, and as a basis for the probable cause for a search and seizure warrant,
Your Affiants, Special Agents John C. Poliks and Francis W. Curran, Office of the
Maryland State Prosecutor, being duly sworn, depose and say that the Office of the
Maryland State Prosecutor has been conducting an investigation into bribery, perjury and
misconduct in office.

The State Prosecutor has jurisdiction to conduct investigations into these offenses
pursuant to State Government Article, Section 9-1202 e, seq. In support of the attached
Application for Search and Seizure Warrants, Your Affiants declare and affirm under
penalties of perjury that the following information is true to the best of their knowledge

and belief:



Identity and Credibility of Co-Affiant

Your Affiant, Special Agent John C. Poliks, Office of the Maryland State
Prosecutor, was a duly constituted member of the Baltimore Police Department from
December, 1974 until April, 1995. During his twenty year, four month career, your
Affiant was assigned to uniformed patrol for a brief .period, was a Detective in the
Internal Investigation Division, Special Investigation Section for two years, was a
plainclothes undercover vice officer for nearly two years, and for fifteen years was a
Detective in the Criminal Investigation Division.

During his assignment to tﬁe Internal .Investigatidn Division, Your Affiant Poliks
in;resﬁgatod police officers who entered into corrupt relationships with other individuals,
and also attended a seminar in Atlanta, Georgia instructing participants in the detection
and investigation of corrupt activities by individuals in positions of trust.

While assigned to the Criminal Investigation .Divisio'n, Your Affiant Poliks
worked undercover infiltrating groups of individuals who conspired together and
committed crimes in concert with each other, and planned their activities to evade
detection. For the final twelve years of his police carcer, Your Affiant Poliks was
assigned to the State’s Attorney’s Office, Economic Crimés Unit, investigating the white-
collar crimes of theft, corruption and bribery committed by individuals and employees of
city, state and federal agencies. Your Affiant élmted one probation agent, one state
trooper and nine police officers as a result of these investigations.

Between December, 1975 and January, 1995, as a member of the Baltimore Police
Department, Your Affiant Poliks prepared and executed seventy-seven (77) search and

seizure warrants in different jurisdictions in¢luding: fifty (50) warrants at the state level



in Baltimore, Baltimore County, Carroll County and Montgomery County in Maryland,
and in Pennsylvania and Virginia; and twenty-seven (27) federal search and seizure
warrants including twelve in New Jersey, eight in Pennsylvania, six in ﬁdtimorc and one
in Washington, D.C.

From April, 1995 through July, 1996 Your Affiant Poliks was an Investigator with
the Office of the Attorney General for the Sfate of Maryland, assigned to the Mgdicaid
Fraud Control Unit. While in that capacity, Your Affiant prepared and executed two
additional search and seizure warrants, one in Baltimore and the other in Howard County.

Since August, 1996 Your Affiant Poliks has been a Special Agent with the Office of
the State Prosecutor for the State of Maryland. While in this capacity, Your Affiant
Poliks has conducted investigations involving election law violations and criminal

' offenses under the state Public Ethics Lav:v, violations of the state laws in which subjects
were suspected of bribery, misconduct in office, and offenses constituting criminal
malfeasance, misfeasance or nonfeasance in office. During these investigations, Your
Affiant Poliks prepared and executed two search and seizure warrants during the
misconduct in office investigation of a former State Senator. Those warrants were
executed in Prince George’s County and Washington, D. C.  Your Affiant Poliks also
prepared and executed an additional search and seizure warrant during misconduct in
office investigation of a former county Sheriff, That warrant was executed in Calvert
County. Your Affiant prepared and executed two search and seizure warrants, one for a
premise and one for a vehicle, in a bribery investigation in Howard County, and assisted
in the preparation and execution of one Federal (bank account) seizure warrant in

Howard County, wherein over $ 16,000 was seized; four Federal (bank account) seizure
