REQUEST FOR A HEARING
(Collier Report: Officer corruption and distribution of contraband within the Maryland
House of Corrections)

Now comes, the accused, Lamarr Harris, by and through his attorneys, William M.
Davis, Mary Jo Livingston and Elizabeth W. Palan, and requests this Honorable Court to Order a
Subpoena to be issued pursuant to Maryland Rule 4-264, directing the Custodian of Records for
Maryland Division of Correction, the Maryland State Police; the Maryland Attorney General's
Office; the Maryland Department of Public Safety; the Anne Arundel County Police Department
and the Anne Arundel State’s Attorneys Office to produce certain records regarding officer
corruption and the distribution of contraband within the Maryland House of Correction.
